Children will be able to:

-Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables, including recognising
odd and even numbers.

-Calculate multiplication and division number sentences and write them using the relevant symbols.
-Show that multiplication of two numbers can be done in any order and division of one number by
another cannot.

Maths aims -Solve problems involving multiplication and division, using materials, arrays, repeated addition, mental
methods and multiplication and division facts.

Children will be able to:

-Interpret and construct simple pictograms, tally charts, block diagrams and simple tables.
-Ask and answer questions by counting the number of objects in each category and sorting the
categories by quantity.

-Ask and answer questions about totalling and comparing categorical data.

-Recall and use the multiplication and division facts for 3, 4 and 8 times tables.

-Write and calculate multiplication and division number sentences using the multiplication tables that
they know, including for two-digit numbers times one-digit numbers, using mental and progressing to
formal written methods.

-Interpret and present data using bar charts, pictograms and tables.
