Ofsted Feedback 
Areas For Improvement:
Some subject leaders have not had time to check how well the 
intended curriculum is being implemented in their subjects. This 
means they are unaware of the quality of learning that is taking 
place. Subject leaders need to ensure they regularly check that the 
intended curriculum is being delivered to a high quality and that 
pupils can remember and apply what they have been taught. 

A small number of pupils do not have a full understanding and 
tolerance of the individual needs of others. This may hamper their 
readiness for the next stages of their education. Leaders should 
ensure that pupils learn more about difference and diversity so that 
they are fully prepared for the next stages in their education
